Restrictive Covenants
30 Acres Southbound on IH-35

A. No structure of a temporary character, trailer, mobile home, manufactured home, pre-fab home, modular home, industrialized home, basement tent, or shack shall be used on the property at any time as a residence; provided, however, trailers used for construction purposes shall be permitted during the periods of construction on the property.  No building or structure of any kind may be temporarily or permanently moved on to or placed on the property.
B. Building size.  The floor area of the main dwelling must be at least One Thousand Five Hundred (1,500) square feet.
C. Relocation of Buildings.  Construction of new buildings only shall be permitted, it being the intent of this covenant to prohibit the moving of any existing building onto the property.
D. Animals and Poultry.  In the event any domestic livestock (except wild or dangerous animals) are kept on any tract, not more than one head of livestock per one (1) acre shall be kept on any tract.  No wild or dangerous animals may be kept on the premises.  Dogs, cats, or other small animals maintained as family pets are not considered to be livestock, but shall be confined to the property of the owner or shall be restrained on a leash when off of the owner’s property.  Animals maintained as family pets shall not be kept for breeding, kenneling, or raising purposes.
E. Water Supply.  No individual water-supply system shall be permitted on any lot unless such system is located, constructed and equipped in accordance with the requirements standards and recommendations of Bell County, Texas and approval of such system as installed shall be obtained from such authority.
F. Sewage Disposal.  All dwellings must be equipped with septic tank or other sewage disposal system meeting all applicable laws, rules, standards, and specifications.
G. Storage of Automobiles, Boats, Trailers, and Other Vehicles.  No inoperative or abandoned automobiles, tractors, boats, trailers, and other vehicles of any kind are to be allowed to remain overnight on any part of the property.
H. Term.  These covenants are to run with the land and shall be binding on all parties and all persons claiming under them for a period of 25 years from the date these covenants are recorded, after which time said covenants shall be automatically extended for successive periods of ten (10) years unless an instrument signed by a majority of the then owners of the lots has been recorded, agreeing to change said covenants in whole or in part.
